One method is to block the tremolo bridge to lock out all movement. The idea is to insert a small wooden block between the bridge and body in the tremolo cavity to prevent the tremolo from moving, thus when you detune the tremolo angle will not shift or cause trouble as it does when floating. This method is described below. 

1.Loosen the three bolts for the locking nut

2.Remove the tremolo cover by unscrewing the six screws 

3.Insert a wooden block between the tremolo block and the bridge side of the tremolo cavity (on the opposite side of the block as the springs)

 Approximate size of the wooden block is: 0.5 in. (12.5mm) thick x 1.5 in. (40mm) width x 1.0" (25mm) height 

 Make sure you keep the tremolo angle similar to the original setting. Use electrical tape to thicken the block or simply sand the block thinner. 

 4.Remove the middle tremolo spring from the claw to let the tremolo sit on the block. Alternately you can loosen the tremolo claw screws one turn each to let the tremolo block rest on the wooden tremolo lockout block
